MUSEUM
PARK

South and east facing residences at Marquis will overlook Museum Park’s 40-acres of artfully
landscaped lawns, public gardens, fountains and pools. Designed by Cooper, Robertson &
Partners, Museum Park faces Biscayne Bay, extends south to the American Airlines Arena and
is home to the Miami Museum of Science & Planetarium and the Miami Art Museum.

The Swiss architecture firm Herzog & de Meuron has been selected by the Miami Art 
Museum to design its new 125,000 square-foot home in Museum Park.
